Tarrant-Putnam/Crocker subdivision:
Chairman Lilly stated this was a Class B subdivision, a transfer of land to another parcel. This transfer will make this a 5 lot subdivision since 1973. The APA has the complete application, and need written advisory from the Planning Board. There will be no change in usage or further development, it is a transfer of land to family. He asked for a motion to send a written statement that the request was reviewed and concur with the subdivision.
Paul Hai asked if there was any pause after everything had been reviewed.

Mike Tracy stated that there had been prior subdivisions without town approval.

Chairman Lilly stated that there was a written settlement agreement with the APA on file, this subdivision had previously been approved by the Planning Board a year ago. It will have no impact on the community, no land use changes and the piece of land is being transferred between family.

Paul Hai moved to approve the written recommendation, Wes Miga seconded the motion. All in favor, carried.
