Regarding the Essex Chain tract, 2008-211 for a 2-lot minor subdivision Chairman Lilly asked if there were any comments in favor or against the proposed subdivision, there were none.

Jim Depasquale asked if this would have any impact or bearing on the proposed transfer of land to the Goodnow Flow Association. 

Ray Curren replied that this would not impact the land transfer, and it would aid the process. The Wetland mitigation piece is on fee land, and is a condition of the transfer to the private sector. The other tracts to be transferred are not part of this subdivision.

Jim Depasquale was concerned that the bridge dam, and the two parcels to the west and the wetland mitigation piece will not be prohibited by the proposed subdivision. 

Ray Curren stated that was correct.

Chairman Lilly stated that the public concerns had been addressed, was there anything from the members of the Planning Board. Seeing there were none the Public Hearing was closed at 6:45 p.m.
