Meeting – April 2, 2009
Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM, with a quorum present.

Johnson – Goodnow Flow:
CEO Moses stated it is 1104 Goodnow Flow Rd., the property is just before the dam. The homeowner is in the process of doing some renovations would like to extend his deck. the only way to access the current deck is through the porch. He intends to put a door out onto the new part of the deck from the living area. The deck will be extended laterally across the front of the building, not encroaching on the shoreline. The existing deck is 15’ from the shoreline. He would also like to add 2’ to a side deck to have it match the existing lines of the deck. It is a pre-existing non-conforming structure
Rose Bush asked if the shoreline was straight.

Bob Hampson replied that the shoreline runs parallel to the structure. 

CEO Moses explained that he had originally thought that with the new APA regulation, the deck would have required a variance, but since Newcomb has its own APA approved zoning laws, it supersedes the APA regulation. Our code allows for lateral expansion.

Chairman Lilly stated that this is non-jurisdictional as far as the APA, the building is pre-existing, non-conforming, the deck will be extending laterally, not encroaching on the shoreline. He asked for a motion to approve.

Joanne Bush made a motion to approve construction of the deck, Don Bott seconded the motion, all in favor, carried.

Paulsen – Goodnow Flow Lot 87

CEO Moses stated the ZBA approved an 11’ variance to remodel the existing structure. Currently have an incomplete building permit application, but should be coming in front of the board next month.

Tarrant-Putnam

CEO Moses stated everything for the subdivision came back from the APA approved.

Health Center Addition

CEO Moses presented plans for the expansion off the front of the existing health center. Will allow for better handicapped access and address privacy issues.

Birchpoint

CEO Moses presented a letter that was written to Bubby Stubing on behalf of the Birchpoint landowners. 

Chairman Lilly stated that this was for informational purposes only, any further subdivision to take place will be subject to the zoning laws.
There was discussion on the condition of the road.
Rose Bush made a motion to approve the March 5, 2009 minutes, seconded by Rick Sage. All in Favor, Carried.
