Meeting – July 3, 2008

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM, with a quorum present.

Wes Miga made a motion to approve the June 5, 2008 minutes, with a correction to the spelling on Paul Hai’s name (Hai “r”), seconded by Ann LaRose. All in Favor, Carried.

CEO’s report:

A. Kelly LaRose

CEO Moses stated Kelly LaRose would like to open a diner in the first floor of their home, their living quarters will be upstairs. She has spoken with the Department of Health (DOH) and needs to install a 3-bay sink, upgrade the septic, have chlorinated water, and fire code sheetrock between the first and second floors. There will have to be a site plan review and a public hearing.

Kelly LaRose said she wished to do breakfast and lunch, maybe one night a week offer dinner. 

Ann La Rose asked about the seating capacity: 20-25 people.

Article 5, Section 5.050 of the Newcomb Zoning Laws were reviewed by the board. There was a discussion regarding whether or not a public hearing should be held.

Chiarman Lilly stated that the board can anticipate receipt of an application, and can also anticipate responses from neighbors. He asked Mike Hill if he had any advice.

Mike Hill advised the applicant to provide as much detail regarding what they want to do, especially with regards to parking and traffic, which the board will be able to use for their consideration.

Chairman Lilly asked if anyone else had any concerns about the project, and wished Kelly the best of luck.

B. Stubing

CEO Moses stated he received a call from a realtor, Bubby Stubing has listed the remainder of his property on the Hudson outlet for sale. He was unsure of the current approved subdivision and wanted the boards input. 

Mike Hill asked if there was a broker involved, as a broker may suggest further subdivisions.

There was discussion on the current situation and ownership of the road. It remains private, and maintained by the Association.

There was also discussion on if the remainder of the property was ever subdivided or remains in one large parcel. The current tax map show one lot.

Chairman Lilly asked CEO Moses and Bob Hampson to look into the current status of the property for next meeting.

C. Del Jeffery

Would like to build a 34’x32’ garage package from Curtis Lumber. He has plenty of space and meets all setbacks. The Building permit application was reviewed. Rose Bush made a motion to approve the application as submitted, seconded by Wes Miga. All in favor, carried.

D. Ken Helms, Jr.

The APA walked the property located on 28N across from the beach, he has less than 1 acre of wetlands and is okay.

E. Newcomb Sportsman’s Club

A letter was received from Finch/Nature Conservancy approving the relocation of 6 cabins from the East River Club.
